A.  Enter court 15 minutes before game

B.  Referee Mid-Court, U1 Count Home team, U2 Count Visiting Team. (U1 and U2 may switch to observe the opposite teams if desired)                  

C.  Referee will check the book at 12 minute mark
                                                                          
D. Conduct a pregame meeting with the captains and any coach from each team.  The coach will affirm that their team member’s uniforms and equipment are legal and will be worn properly, and that all participants will exhibit proper sporting behavior.  
E.  Read Sportsmanship Card to Captains and Coaches                                                 

F.  Meet head coaches at 1:30 mark.

 
HALF-TIME PROCEDURES:

A.  Remain at center circle until court is clear                                         

B.  Check with scorebooks / take care of arrow

C.  Return to court (3) to (4) minutes remaining opposite table at 28’mark 

     (Referee Mid-Court, U1 observe home, U2 observe visiting Team)

D.  On horn go to positions to put ball in play (Don’t talk to coaches)

COURT COVERAGE:

A.  Know your primary coverage areas (PCA).  If there is a Double Whistle- Primary Coverage area should make the ruling.
B.  Help each other out on fouls / get shooter / count basket / Team Control

C.  Throw-In: Eye contact, check game clock, shot clock, partner (C-C-P)

D.  Line responsibilities: Lead has all endline throw-ins, trail has all side line throw-ins.  When the spot is below the free throw line extended the lead shall bounce the ball to the thrower and the trail shall count the 5 second count and signal to start the clock when the throw-in ends.  
E.  Rotation – ball location will dictate rotation.
F.  3-Point shot: In the PCA of the T or C only one signals the attempt, if successful then both mirror the successful 3 point signal.  
G.  Pressing- Help each other out.   Never 84 feet away from Trail and Lead.
H.  Time running out-35 sec. or less/ Put (1) finger up. 
I.  Shot at buzzer- The official opposite the table takes it.

J.  3/10 of a second or less/ Must be a tip or tap.  4/10ths or more catch and shoot.
K.  Ball out of bounds- (Your Line ) Blow it dead and look for Help.( Near Official) 

L.  Tipped-Ball (Blow A Double Whistle ) “Talk” Get it right !

M.  5-Second count: If it starts in your area C/T stay with the count

N.  Fouls- Report and go opposite the table.

TECHNICAL  FOULS:

A.   Shoot in order of occurrence: 2 Shots / Take ball out at Division Line,

       (Same player must shoot both shots )

B.   Calling Official reports foul and goes opposite the table. Lead administers the 

       Free Throws, ‘T’ is responsible for all players at division line.                                                               

TIME-OUT RESPONSIBILITIES:

A. (4)  - (60) seconds timeouts- Officials report to the blocks & with the ball     

    2- 30 second time outs (use, or lose) Officials report to the arc & with the ball.

B.  30 second time out: Players must stand ( No cheerleaders on floor ) 

C.  Do not switch on time outs-Report and go back ( Stay at same positions )

D.  First Horn: Both officials signal (1st) horn and go to their positions.

E.  At Quarters and Half: Referee at mid-court, U1 & U2 are on the blocks.
